(S13), TOM CAWLEY (S19) & MANDEEP SINGH (S27). Each of
those players went on to win the League Title that season, although
BRI is the only player ever to record this feat in different seasons.
He also recorded his 31st career-cash, 2nd only to TOD WOOD'’s 34
& that cash of £428.24 is a new record for a League game & the first
time anyone has ever won in excess of £400. He also extended his
League records for most points (589) & most Heads-Up wins (68),
where he handed CHARLES MASON only his 2nd loss from 9 H/U
games.

RICHKY BUCHLAND became the 12th player to go 50 consecutive
games without a win, one other of which is EDDIE JUDGE, who
has now gone 52 games without ANY win for the 3rd-worst streak
of All-Time.

ZAC BROWN recorded his first career-cash & 7 days later led our
“D” Team to victory in the BCPC Team Championships.

AMANDA SMITH was first out in Week One to become the 76th
different player to wear the ‘Shirt Of Shame’. She will also be
donning the ‘Cap Of Crap’ tonight & remains 129th of 129 in
Average Lost Per Game (-£205 from 13 games = -£15.76), although
it is not all bad, as AMANDA became the new Malvern Poker Club
Champion last week, BCPC Team Champion three weeks ago & is
off to Las Vegas to play the WSOP Main Event next month! Both of
our last two Week 6 winners, MATT MCHINLAY & BRIAN YATES,
have a 1% share in AMANDA on her WSOP adventure.

MARK ENGLAND was the first player eliminated
before NIC RAWLINGS was sent packing by DAUVE HALLIDAY but
then DAVE himself became the Bubble-Boy as DARREN RUMBOLD
picked up his second scalp. With everyone now in the money, DA2
made a brave All-In call with 2-2 vs RECKY BUCKLAND’s A-K and
the ducks held in a 600k pot. Soon after RECKY knew it wasn’t his
day when his AA was smashed by DARREN’s Ac9s with 4 clubs on
board to see RECHKY gone in 5th (£373). Having taken 3 of the 4
players out, DAZ then lost a chunk calling with his 8-8 on a J-5-6
board, with JACK HIPKISS holding pocket 5’s. He then got a taste
of how RICHKY must have felt as he was All-In with KK vs CRAZG
PARRY’s A-Q & a Q on both the flop and river finished DAZ off
(£560).



BRIAN YATES (£672) then became CRAXG’s next victim to see him
go Heads-Up with JACK HIPKISS, meaning that JACK had made 4
Final Tables in this event and got down to the last 2 every time!

Then came the defining hand.....and with RECKY having seen AA
cracked and DARREN KK, | guess it was always going to happen
when CRAXG got it All-in on a J-7-6 flop with his AA, only to see
JACHK table “The Tod”....yes...... J-6 off. CRAXG (£984) was crippled
and despite getting 4 small double-up’s, it was JACH HIPKISS
who took the Title for the second time, winning £1145 & entry into
the Battle Of The Champions next January.

JACHK now becomes the most successful Deepstack player ever,
with £2920 won & his two wins equalling ANDY OUERTON & ADAM
PHELAN.
